
Students can appeal a decision regarding a reasonable 
accommodation made by their ACCESS Center advisor directly to 

the Director of the ACCESS Center

Appeals should include necessary documentation and a written 
statement regarding the grievance/disagreement and, if 
applicable, why a reasonable accommodation is needed. 

The ACCESS Center Director will collect all necessary information 
to make a determination regarding the reasonable 

accommodation.

The ACCESS Center Director will communicate their decision to 
all involved parties within 30 days. 

If the student disagrees with the decision of the ACCESS Center 
Director, they can appeal, in writing, to the Office of Equity and 

Affirmative Action (OEAA).

OEAA will review all information regarding the disagreement 
and make a final decision within 30 days of receiving an appeal. 

The OEAA will be final. 

Reasonable Accommodation Appeal Process

If the student's advisor is the 
Director of the ACCESS Center. 

Appeals will start with the OEAA.
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
